SEC. 2. If the Committee of the Whole rises and re-19

ports that it has come to no resolution on the bill, then20

on the next legislative day the House shall, immediately21

after the third daily order of business under clause 1 of22

rule XIV, resolve into the Committee of the Whole for fur-23

ther consideration of the bill.24
