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SEC. 3. SENTENCING COMMISSION GUIDELINES.

Section 2(g) of the No Electronic Theft (NET) Act (28
U.S.C. 994 note) is amended by striking paragraph (2) and
serting the following:

“(2) In implementing paragraph (1), the Sentencing
Commassion shall amend the guideline applicable to crimi-
nal infringement of a copyright or trademark to provide
an enhancement based upon the retail price of the legiti-
mate vtems that are infringed upon and the quantity of the
wmfiringing items. To the extent the conduct involves a viola-
tion of section 2319A of title 18, United States Code, the

enhancement shall be based upon the retail price of the in-

Jringing items and the quantity of the infringing items.

“(3) Paragraph (1) shall be implemented not later

than 3 months after the later of—
“(A) the first day occurring after May 20, 1999;
or
“(B) the first day after the date of the enactment
of this paragraph,
on which sufficient members of the Sentencing Commission
have been confirmed to constitute a quorum.

“(4) The Commassion shall promulgate the guidelines
or amendments provided for under this section in accord-
ance with the procedures set forth in section 21(a) of the
Sentencing Act of 1987, as though the authority under that
Act had not expired.”.
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1 SEC. 4. EFFECTIVE DATE.

2 The amendments made by section 2 shall apply to any
3 action brought on or after the date of the enactment of this
4 Act, regardless of the date on which the alleged activity that
S is the basis of the action occurred.
