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in subsection (k)(10)), the rules shall apply in the area1

in lieu of the requirements of subsection (k) if the State2

rules will achieve equivalent or greater emission reductions3

than would result from the application of the requirements4

of subsection (k) in the case of the aggregate mass of5

emissions of toxic air pollutants and in the case of6

the aggregate mass of emissions of ozone-forming com-7

pounds.’’.8
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
