SECTION 1. CHIEF LABOR NEGOTIATOR.3

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF POSITION.—There shall be4

in the Office of the United States Trade Representative5

a Chief Labor Negotiator. The Chief Labor Negotiator6

shall be appointed by the President, with the rank of Am-7

bassador, by and with the advice and consent of the Sen-8

ate.9
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(b) FUNCTIONS.—The Chief Labor Negotiator shall1

have as his or her primary function the conduct of trade2

negotiations relating to labor-related issues and shall have3

such other functions as the United States Trade Rep-4

resentative may direct.5

(c) COMPENSATION.—The Chief Labor Negotiator6

shall be paid at the highest rate of basic pay payable to7

a member of the Senior Executive Service.8
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
