For purposes of the International Emergency Eco-6

nomic Powers Act (title II of Public Law 95–223; 507
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U.S.C. 1701 et seq.), the President shall treat the actions1

of any individual designated by the President as a signifi-2

cant narcotics trafficker centered outside the United3

States as an unusual and extraordinary threat to the na-4

tional security, foreign policy, and economy of the United5

States, and shall declare a national emergency with re-6

spect to that threat.7
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
