Prevention Month, an annual tradition started by Presi-

dent Jimmy Carter in 1979; and

Whereas the fourth Friday of each April is National Chil-

dren’s Memorial Flag Day, when many State and local
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governmental agencies and private organizations fly the

Children’s Memorial Flag to remember children lost to vi-

olence and to heighten public awareness of the need for

communities to help vulnerable children and families:
