CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT AND MAINTENANCE10

For an additional amount for ‘‘Capital Improvement11

and Maintenance’’ for emergency expenses resulting from12

ice storms in December 2000 in the Ouachita National13

Forest, $3,098,000, of which $2,448,000 shall be for road14

cleanup and repair and $650,000 shall be for trail cleanup15

and repair.16

TITLE II—GENERAL PROVISIONS17

SEC. 201. EMERGENCY DESIGNATION.18

Each amount appropriated in this Act—19

(1) is designated by the Congress as an emer-20

gency requirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)21

of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Con-22

trol Act of 1985; and23

(2) shall be available only to the extent that the24

President transmits to the Congress an official25
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budget request that includes designation of the en-1

tire amount of the request as an emergency require-2

ment pursuant to such section.3
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
