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SECTION 1. SPECIAL RULE FOR MEMBERS OF UNIFORMED

SERVICES AND FOREIGN SERVICE, AND

RESIDENCE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subsection (d) of section 121 of
the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (relating to exclusion
of gain from sale of principal residence) is amended by
adding at the end the following new paragraphs:

“(9) MEMBERS OF UNIFORMED SERVICES AND

FOREIGN SERVICE.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The running of the 5-
yvear period described in subsection (a) shall be
suspended with respect to an individual during
any time that such individual or such individ-
ual’s spouse is serving on qualified official ex-
tended duty as a member of the uniformed
services or of the Foreign Service.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘quali-
fied official extended duty’ means any pe-
riod of extended duty as a member of the
uniformed services or a member of the
Foreign Service during which the member
serves at a duty station which is at least
