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SECTION 1. AUTHORITY OF DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS

AFFAIRS PHARMACIES TO DISPENSE MEDICA-
TIONS TO VETERANS ON PRESCRIPTIONS
WRITTEN BY PRIVATE PRACTITIONERS.

(a) AUTHORITY.—Subsection (d) of section 1712 of
title 38, United States Code, is amended to read as fol-
lows:

“(d) Subject to section 1722A of this title, the Sec-
retary shall furnish to a veteran such drugs and medicines
as may be ordered on prescription of a duly licensed physi-
clan 1n the treatment of any illness or injury of the vet-

eran.”’.
