Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Federal Firefighters
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SEC. 2. CERTAIN DISEASES PRESUMED TO BE WORK-RE-

LATED CAUSE OF DISABILITY OR DEATH FOR
FEDERAL EMPLOYEES IN FIRE PROTECTION
ACTIVITIES.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 8102 of title 5, United
States Code, is amended by adding at the end the fol-
lowing new subsection:

“(¢)(1) With regard to an employee in fire protection
activities, a disease specified in paragraph (2) shall be pre-
sumed to be proximately caused by the employment of
such employee. The disability or death of an employee in
fire protection activities due to such a disease shall be pre-
sumed to result from personal injury sustained while in
the performance of such employee’s duty. Such presump-
tions may be rebutted by a preponderance of the evidence.
