(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-5

sion of law, United States assistance may be provided to6
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the government of a foreign country only if a treaty of1

extradition between such country and the United States2

is in force, or the government of such country and the3

United States have entered into negotiations to conclude4

such a treaty.5

(b) UNITED STATES ASSISTANCE.—The term6

‘‘United States assistance’’ means assistance of any kind7

(other than humanitarian assistance) which is provided by8

grant, sale, loan, lease, credit, guaranty, or insurance, or9

by any other means, by any agency or instrumentality of10

the United States Government.11
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
