Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Medicare Physician4

Protection Act of 2001’’.5
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SEC. 2. SPECIFICATION OF THE UPDATE FOR PAYMENTS1

UNDER THE MEDICARE PHYSICIAN FEE2

SCHEDULE FOR 2002.3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1848(d) of the Social Se-4

curity Act (42 U.S.C. 1395w–4(d)) is amended by adding5

at the end the following new paragraph:6

‘‘(5) CONVERSION FACTOR FOR 2002.—7

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The conversion factor8

established under this subsection for 2002 shall9

be equal to the conversion factor established10

under this subsection for 2001.11

‘‘(B) NO EFFECT FOR SUBSEQUENT PERI-12

ODS.—The conversion factor under paragraph13

(1) and the update adjustment factor under14

paragraph (4)(B) for a year after 2002 shall be15

applied and computed as if subparagraph (A)16

had not been in effect.17

years beginning with 2003, the actual ex-4

penditures for 2002 shall be the actual ex-5

penditures otherwise determined multiplied6

by the ratio of (I) the amount of the con-7

version factor that would have applied for8

2002 under this subsection but for this9

paragraph, to (II) the amount of the con-10

version factor that is applied for 200211

under this paragraph.12

‘‘(iii) NOT TREATED AS CHANGE IN13

LAW AND REGULATION IN SUSTAINABLE14

GROWTH RATE DETERMINATION.—The en-15

actment of this paragraph shall not be16

treated as a change in law for purposes of17
