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SECTION 1. INCREASE IN AGGREGATE ANNUAL AMOUNT1

AVAILABLE FOR STATE APPROVING AGEN-2

CIES FOR ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES.3

Section 3674(a)(4) is amended to read as follows:4

‘‘(4)(A) The total amount made available under this5

section with respect to a fiscal year may not exceed the6

following:7

‘‘(i) For fiscal year 2002, $14,000,000.8

‘‘(ii) For fiscal year 2003, $18,000,000.9

‘‘(iii) For fiscal years 2004 and 2005, the10

amount for the preceding fiscal year, increased by 311

percent.12

‘‘(iv) For fiscal year 2006 and each succeeding13

fiscal year, the amount for fiscal year 2005.14

‘‘(B) For any fiscal year in which the total amount15

that would be made available under this section would ex-16

ceed the amount applicable to that fiscal year under sub-17

paragraph (A) except for the provisions of this paragraph,18

the Secretary shall provide that each agency shall receive19

the same percentage of the amount applicable to that fis-20

cal year under the preceding sentence as the agency would21

have received of the total amount that would have been22

made available without the limitation of this paragraph.’’.23
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
