Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. FINDINGS.3

Congress finds as follows:4

(1) The Crow Tribal Council approved of the5

trade of real estate authorized by this Act in a6

Quarterly Council Meeting of the Crow Tribal Coun-7

cil duly called, noticed, and held on the 8th day of8

January, 2000, and granted authority to the Offi-9
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cers of the Crow Tribal Council to effectuate the1

trade.2

(2) On the 18th day of January, 2002, in a let-3

ter to the Montana delegation to Congress, the4

Chairman of the Crow Tribal Council, Mr. Clifford5

Birdinground, approved the land trade between the6

Crow Tribe and the Royal Crest Dairy, Inc., a Colo-7

rado corporation authorized to do business in Mon-8

tana.9

SEC. 2. ACQUISITION OF LAND FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE10

CROW TRIBE OF MONTANA.11

(a) AUTHORITY.—12
