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SECTION 1. EFFECTIVE DATE OF AWARDS OF DEPENDENCY1

AND INDEMNITY COMPENSATION MADE BY2

THE SECRETARY OF VETERANS AFFAIRS3

PURSUANT TO CHANGES IN LAW OR REGULA-4

TIONS.5

(a) CHANGE IN RETROACTIVITY RULE.—Section6

5110(g) of title 38, United States Code, is amended—7

(1) by inserting ‘‘(1)’’ after ‘‘(g)’’;8

(2) by inserting ‘‘and except as otherwise pro-9

vided in paragraph (2)’’ after ‘‘5101 of this title’’;10

and11

(3) by adding at the end the following:12

‘‘(2) Where dependency and indemnity compensation13

is awarded pursuant to any Act or administrative issue14

that has the effect of providing that a veteran who died15

before the date of such Act or administrative issue and16

after the beginning of the Vietnam era died from a service-17

connected disability, the effective date of such award shall18

be fixed in accordance with the facts found and without19

regard to the second sentence of paragraph (1).’’.20

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by21

subsection (a) shall apply with respect to an award of de-22

pendency and indemnity compensation made before, on,23

or after the date of the enactment of this Act.24
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
