SECTION 1. DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDS. 3

and other governmental purposes. 20

(c) APPLICATION OF OTHER LAW.—Section 7 of 21

Public Law 93–134 (25 U.S.C. 1407) shall apply to funds 22

distributed pursuant to this Act.23
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
