(2) The bill (S. 1857) to encourage the nego-

tiated settlement of tribal claims.

(3) The bill (H.R. 1870) to provide for the sale
of certain real property within the Newlands Project
in Nevada, to the city of Fallon, Nevada.

(4) The bill (H.R. 1883) to authorize the Sec-
retary of the Interior to conduct a feasibility study
on water optimization in the Burnt River basin,
Malheur River basin, Owyhee River basin, and Pow-
der River basin, Oregon.

(5) The bill (H.R. 1963) to amend the National
Trails System Act to designate the route taken by
American soldier and frontiersman George Rogers
Clark and his men during the Revolutionary War to
capture the British forts at Kaskaskia and Cahokia,
Ilinois, and Vinecennes, Indiana, for study for poten-
tial addition to the National Trails System.

(6) A bill to provide assistance to displaced
workers by extending unemployment benefits and by
providing a credit for health insurance costs, and for
other purposes.
