minority member of the Committee on Ways and5

Means;6

(2) an amendment offered by Representative7

Neal of Massachusetts or his designee, which shall8

be in order without intervention of any point of9

order (except those arising under clause 7 of rule10

XVI), shall be considered as read, and shall be sepa-11

rately debatable for 30 minutes equally divided and12

controlled by the proponent and an opponent;13

(3) an amendment in the nature of a substitute14

offered by Representative Thomas of California or15

his designee, which shall be in order without inter-16

vention of any point of order (except those arising17

under clause 7 of rule XVI), shall be considered as18

read, and shall be separately debatable for two hours19

equally divided and controlled by the proponent and20

an opponent; and21

(4) one motion to recommit with or without in-22

structions.23

pone further consideration of the bill to a time designated2
