Whereas Miss Harold has been named national spokesperson 

for the Teen Victims Project of the National Center for 

Victims of Crime;

Whereas Miss Harold has been named to the National Advi-

sory for Peace Games; 

Whereas Miss Harold has been named to the National Board 

of Directors for the Center of Youth as Resources;
