In the case of use of the emergency fund authorized5

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Trade Center in New York City that occurred on Sep-1

tember 11, 2001—2

(1) notwithstanding section 120(e) of that title,3

the Federal share of the cost of each such project4

shall be 100 percent;5

(2) notwithstanding section 125(c)(1) of that6

title, the Secretary of Transportation may obligate7

more than $100,000,000 in any 1 fiscal year; and8

(3) notwithstanding section 125(d)(1) of that9

title, the Secretary of Transportation may obligate10

more than $100,000,000 for those projects.11
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
