SECTION 1. ENTITLEMENT TO BACKPAY.3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Nothwithstanding any other pro-4

vision of law, the claim for backpay of Robert Bancroft5

of Hayden Lake, Idaho, for overtime pay for missions6

flown as a part of operation SNOWCAP in South America7

during the period of February 10, 1992 through February8
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14, 1994 shall be deemed to have been timely filed for1

purposes of section 5596 of title 5, United States Code.2

(b) INTEREST.—Robert Bancroft shall be entitled to3

interest on any overtime pay award awarded under this4

Act accrued from the date the overtime pay was due.5
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
