and treatment facilities, dams, ports, waterways, and

other public facilities that are the foundation on which

the economy of the United States stands and grows; and

novation and the highest professional standards in the

practice of civil engineering, protect the public health and

safety and ensure the high quality of life enjoyed by the

people of the United States: Now, therefore, be it
