SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Medicare Outpatient 4

Copayment Reduction Act of 2003’’. 5

PITAL OUTPATIENT SERVICES. 2

Section 1833(t)(8)(C)(ii) of the Social Security Act 3

(42 U.S.C. 1395l(t)(8)(C)(ii)) is amended by striking sub-4

clause (V) and inserting the following: 5

‘‘(V) For procedures performed 6

in 2006, 40 percent. 7

‘‘(VI) For procedures performed 8

in 2007, 35 percent. 9

‘‘(VII) For procedures performed 10

in 2008, 30 percent. 11

‘‘(VIII) For procedures per-12

formed in 2009, 25 percent. 13

‘‘(IX) For procedures performed 14

in 2010 and thereafter, 20 percent.’’.15
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
