Section 605 of the Fair Credit Reporting Act (15 4

U.S.C. 1681c) is amended by adding at the end the fol-5

lowing new subsection: 6

‘‘(g) DUTY TO NOTIFY OF ADVERSE INFORMATION 7

INCLUDED IN CONSUMER FILE.—At or before the time 8

any consumer reporting agency includes any information 9

in a consumer file maintained by such agency that is, or 10

may be construed as being, adverse to the interests of the 11

consumer, the consumer reporting agency shall notify the 12

consumer that such information has been included in the 13

file, together with a brief description of such information 14

sufficient to allow the consumer to determine the accuracy 15

or completeness of the information so furnished and the 16

source of the information.’’.17
