SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Social Services Block 4

Grant Restoration Act’’. 5
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SEC. 2. PERMANENT FUNDING LEVEL FOR THE SOCIAL 1

SERVICES BLOCK GRANT. 2

Section 2003(c) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 3

1397b(c)) is amended to read as follows: 4

‘‘(c) The amount specified in this subsection is 5

$2,800,000,000.’’. 6

SEC. 3. AUTHORITY OF STATES TO USE 10 PERCENT OF 7

THEIR TANF FUNDS TO CARRY OUT SOCIAL 8

SERVICES BLOCK GRANT PROGRAMS. 9

Section 404(d)(2) (42 U.S.C. 604(d)(2)) is amended 10

to read as follows: 11

‘‘(2) LIMITATION ON AMOUNT TRANSFERABLE 12

TO TITLE XX PROGRAMS.—A State may use not 13

more than 10 percent of the amount of any grant 14

made to the State under section 403(a) for a fiscal 15

year to carry out State programs pursuant to title 16

XX.’’. 17

SEC. 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. 18

The amendments made by this Act shall take effect 19

on October 1, 2003.20
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
