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To provide for the conveyance of Federal lands, improve-
ments, equipment, and resource materials at the Oxford
Research Station in Granville County, North Carolina,
to the State of North Carolina.

1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

2 twes of the Unated States of America in Congress assembled,
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SECTION 1. LAND CONVEYANCE, OXFORD RESEARCH STA-

TION, GRANVILLE COUNTY, NORTH CARO-
LINA.

(a) CONVEYANCE REQUIRED.—The Secretary of Ag-
riculture shall convey, without consideration, to the State
of North Carolina all right, title, and interest of the
United States in and to a parcel of Federal real property
consisting of approximately 4.28 acres and administered
as part of the Oxford Research Station in Granville Coun-
ty, North Carolina. The conveyance shall include all im-
provements, equipment, and resource materials at the re-
search station.

(b) DESCRIPTION OF REAL PROPERTY.—The exact
acreage and legal description of the real property to be
conveyed under subsection (a) shall be determined by a
survey satisfactory to the Secretary. The cost of the survey
shall be borne by the State.

(¢) ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS.—The
Secretary may require such additional terms and condi-

tions in connection with the conveyance under subsection
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1 (a) as the Secretary considers appropriate to protect the
2 interests of the United States.
