(a) EXTENSION.—The National Flood Insurance Act 8

(1) in section 1309(a)(2) (42 U.S.C. 10

4016(a)(2)), by striking ‘‘December 31, 2002’’ and 11

inserting ‘‘December 31, 2004’’; 12
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(2) in section 1319 (42 U.S.C. 4026), by strik-1

ing ‘‘after’’ and all that follows through the period 2

at the end and inserting ‘‘after December 31, 3

2004.’’; 4

(3) in section 1336(a) (42 U.S.C. 4056(a)), by 5

striking ‘‘ending’’ and all that follows through ‘‘in’’ 6

and inserting ‘‘ending December 31, 2004, in’’; and 7

(4) in section 1376(c) (42 U.S.C. 4127), by 8

striking ‘‘December 31, 2002’’ and inserting ‘‘De-9

cember 31, 2004’’. 10

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 11

this section shall be considered to have taken effect on 12

December 31, 2002.13
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
