(a) ELIGIBILITY.—A person described in subsection 5

(b) shall be deemed for all purposes to be described in 6

subparagraph (F)(i) of section 1072(2) of title 10, United 7

(b) PERSONS COVERED.—Subsection (a) applies to a 9

person who—10

(1) is the unremarried former spouse of a mem-11

ber of the uniformed services who performed at least 12

20 years of service which is creditable in deter-13

mining the member’s eligibility for retired pay and 14

on the date of the final decree of divorce, dissolu-15

tion, or annulment had been married to the member 16

for a period of at least 20 years, of which at least 17

10 years were during the period the member per-18

formed service creditable in determining the mem-19

ber’s eligibility for retired pay; and 20

(2) sought a divorce, dissolution, or annulment 21

from the member of the uniformed services due, in 22

whole or in part, to (A) domestic violence involving 23

that person or a child of that person that is substan-24

tiated by counseling or medical records, or (B) other 25

(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 3

(1) The term ‘‘retired pay’’ includes retainer 4

pay or equivalent pay. 5

(2) The term ‘‘member’’ includes a former 6

member entitled to retired pay or who would be enti-7

tled to that pay but for being under age 60.8
