shall have no force or effect.
SEC. 2. PROHIBITION AGAINST USE OF FUNDS FOR CER-
TAIN PURPOSES.
No funds appropriated pursuant to any provision of
law may be used to promulgate or enforce any executive
order that creates an entitlement to services provided in

any language other than English.
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
