SECTION 1. NON-FEDERAL REIMBURSEMENT. 3

Section 225 of the Water Resources Development Act 4

of 1992 (33 U.S.C. 2328; 106 Stat. 4838) is amended 5

by adding at the end the following: 6
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‘‘(d) NON-FEDERAL REIMBURSEMENT.—The Sec-1

retary may pay, from Federal appropriations, for the non-2

Federal share of work carried out under this section by 3

a non-Federal interest if the Secretary has entered into 4

a binding legal agreement with the non-Federal interest 5

that provides for reimbursement of such payment by the 6

non-Federal interest during, or after completion of, such 7

work.’’.8
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
