7 Section 1074¢g(a)(6) of title 10, United States Code,
8 is amended—
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(1) by inserting “(A)”" after “(6)”’; and

(2) by adding at the end the following:

“(B) For a medicare-eligible beneficiary, the
cost-sharing requirements may not be in excess of
the cost-sharing requirements applicable to all other
beneficiaries covered by section 1086 of this title.
For purposes of the preceding sentence, a medicare-
eligible beneficiary is a beneficiary eligible for health
benefits under section 1086 of this title pursuant to

subsection (d)(2) of such section.”.
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
