MALDEN POST OFFICE.

(a) DESIGNATION.—The facility of the United States
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Postal Service located at 210 Main Street in Malden, Illi-
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nois, shall be known and designated as the “Army Staff
Set. Lincoln Hollinsaid Malden Post Office”.

(b) REFERENCES.—Any reference in a law, map, reg-

ulation, document, paper, or other record of the United
States to the facility referred to in subsection (a) shall
be deemed to be a reference to the Army Staff Sgt. Lin-

coln Hollinsaid Malden Post Office.
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
