Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Bullying Prevention 4

for School Safety and Crime Reduction Act of 2003’’. 5

(b) AMENDMENT TO OMNIBUS CRIME CONTROL AND 11

SAFE STREETS ACT OF 1968.—Paragraph (13) of section 12

1801 of the Omnibus Crime Control and Safe Streets Act 13

of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 2796ee; relating to juvenile account-14

ability block grants) is amended to read as follows: 15

‘‘(13) establishing and maintaining account-16

ability-based programs that are designed to enhance 17

school safety, which programs may include research-18

based bullying prevention programs;’’.19
