Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Congressional Ac-4

countability for Judicial Activism Act of 2004’’. 5
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SEC. 2. CONGRESSIONAL REVERSAL OF SUPREME COURT 1

JUDGMENTS. 2

The Congress may, if two thirds of each House agree, 3

reverse a judgment of the United States Supreme Court—4

(1) if that judgment is handed down after the 5

date of the enactment of this Act; and 6

(2) to the extent that judgment concerns the 7

constitutionality of an Act of Congress. 8

SEC. 3. PROCEDURE. 9

The procedure for reversing a judgment under section 10

2 shall be, as near as may be and consistent with the au-11

thority of each House of Congress to adopt its own rules 12

of proceeding, the same as that used for considering 13

whether or not to override a veto of legislation by the 14

President. 15

SEC. 4. BASIS FOR ENACTMENT. 16

This Act is enacted pursuant to the power of Con-17

gress under article III, section 2, of the Constitution of 18

the United States.19
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
