Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. FINDINGS. 3

Congress finds the following: 4

(1) The roles of the Department of Defense and 5

the Department of Homeland Security, and the re-6

sources necessary for homeland defense, are still 7

evolving. 8
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(2) The decision to conduct an additional round 1

of base closures and realignments in 2005 was devel-2

oped before the tragic events of September 11, 2001. 3

(3) The long-term, costs, and personnel require-4

ments of Operation Enduring Freedom, Operation 5

Noble Eagle, and Operation Iraqi Freedom are still 6

unknown. 7

(4) Additional funds are necessary to ade-8

quately supply the Armed Forces for current mis-9

sions, while expediting military transformation. 10

(5) The Congress will not have the opportunity 11

to thoroughly review and consider the policy deci-12

sions culminating in the Global Posture Review be-13

fore decisions regarding the closure and realignment 14

of military installations will be required in the 2005 15

round of base closures and realignments. 16

(6) The expected costs of implementing and 17

executing base closures and realignments rec-18

ommended in the 2005 round is estimated at 19

$15,000,000,000 and net savings from such base 20

closures and realignments will not be realized until 21

approximately 2011. 22
