(a) CONSIDERATION OF APPLICATIONS.—In consid-8

ering an application for a loan or grant under paragraph 9

(1), (2) or (19) of section 306(a) of the Consolidated 10

a water, waste disposal, or wastewater facility or an essen-12

tial community facility, from an entity located in a com-13

munity in Burlington or Camden county, New Jersey, that 14

has been affected by a major disaster designated by the 15

President under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief 16

and Emergency Assistance Act that occurred on July 12, 17

2004— 18

(1) the project is deemed to be in a rural area; 19

(2) if the project is for a water system, the Sec-21

retary of Agriculture is deemed to have determined 22

that the project meets the requirements of para-23

graph (9) of such section.
