Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

fiscal year ending September 30, 2005, to provide emer-5

gency supplemental appropriations for additional disaster 6

assistance relating to storm damage, and for other pur-7

poses, namely: 8
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DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE 1

FOREST SERVICE 2

NATIONAL FOREST SYSTEM 3

For an additional amount for ‘‘National Forest Sys-4

tem,’’ $2,000,000, to remain available until expended, for 5

emergency hurricane-related expenses: Provided, That 6

Congress designates this amount as an emergency require-7

ment for this specific purpose. 8

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS AND MAINTENANCE 9

For an additional amount for ‘‘Capital Improvements 10

and Maintenance’’, $33,000,000, to remain available until 11

expended, for emergency hurricane-related expenses: Pro-12

vided, That Congress designates this amount as an emer-13

gency requirement for this specific purpose. 14

GENERAL PROVISIONS—DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE 15

AGRICULTURAL ASSISTANCE 16

AGRICULTURAL HURRICANE ASSISTANCE 17

SEC. 101. (a) CROP DISASTER ASSISTANCE.—18

(1)(A) The Secretary of Agriculture shall use 19

such sums as are necessary of funds of the Com-20

modity Credit Corporation to make emergency finan-21

cial assistance available to producers on a farm in 22

the United States, including Puerto Rico that have 23

incurred qualifying losses for the 2004 or 2005 crop 24

of an agricultural commodity due to damaging 25

weather related to any hurricane or tropical storm of 26
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the 2004 hurricane season, in counties declared dis-1

aster areas by the President of the United States. 2

(B) The Secretary shall make assistance avail-3

able under this section in the same manner as pro-4

vided under section 202 of Public Law 108–7, in-5

cluding using the same loss thresholds as were used 6

in administering that section. 7

(2)(A) The payment rate for a crop for assist-8

ance provided under this section to the producers on 9

a farm shall be calculated as follows: 10

(i) If the producers obtained a policy or 11

plan of insurance, including a catastrophic risk 12

protection plan, for the crop under the Federal 13

Crop Insurance Act (7 U.S.C. 1501 et seq.), 50 14

percent of the established RMA price for the 15

crop. 16

(ii) If a policy or plan of insurance, includ-17

ing a catastrophic risk protection plan, for the 18

crop was not available to the producers under 19

the Federal Crop Insurance Act, 50 percent of 20

the State average price for the crop. 21

(iii) Subject to sub-paragraphs 4 and 5, if 22

the producers did not obtain a policy or plan of 23

insurance, including a catastrophic risk protec-24

tion plan, available for the crop under the Fed-25
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eral Crop Insurance Act, 45 percent of the es-1

tablished RMA price for the crop. 2

(B) The amount of assistance that a producer 3

would otherwise receive for a qualifying crop or 4

quality loss under paragraph A of this subsection 5

shall be reduced by the amount of assistance that 6

the producer receives from section 32 of the Act of 7

August 24, 1935 with respect to 2004 hurricane 8

losses. 9

(C)(i) Assistance provided under this section to 10

a producer for losses to a crop, together with the 11

amounts specified in paragraph (2)(A) applicable to 12

the same crop, may not exceed 95 percent of what 13

the value of the crop would have been in the absence 14

of the losses, as estimated by the Secretary. 15

(ii) In applying the limitation in paragraph 16

(C)(i), the Secretary shall include the following: 17

(A) Any crop insurance payment made 18

under the Federal Crop Insurance Act (7 19

U.S.C. 1501 et seq.) or payment under section 20

196 of the Federal Agricultural Improvement 21

and Reform Act of 1996 (7 U.S.C. 7333) that 22

the producer receives for losses to the same 23

crop. 24
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(B) The value of the crop that was 1

not lost (if any), as estimated by the Sec-2

retary. 3

(iii) Payments will be limited to a max-4

imum of $80,000 per producer. 5

(A) This limit applies to the sum of 6

payments from this program, as well as 7

payments made under section 32 of the 8

Act of August 24, 1935 with respect to 9

2004 hurricane losses. 10

(3) Except as provided in paragraph (4), the 11

producers on a farm shall not be eligible for assist-12

ance under this section with respect to losses to an 13

insurable commodity or noninsurable commodity if 14

the producers on the farm— 15

(A) in the case of an insurable commodity, 16

did not obtain a policy or plan of insurance for 17

the insurable commodity under the Federal 18

Crop Insurance Act for the crop incurring the 19

losses; and 20

(B) in the case of a noninsurable com-21

modity, did not file the required paperwork, and 22

pay the administrative fee by the applicable 23

State filing deadline, for the noninsurable com-24

modity under section 196 of the Federal Agri-25
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culture Improvement and Reform Act of 1996 1

for the crop incurring the losses; or 2

(C) had adjusted gross incomes, as defined 3

by section 1001D of the Food Security Act of 4

1985, of greater than $2.5 million in 2003; or 5

(D) were not in compliance with highly 6

erodible land conservation and wetland con-7

servation provisions. 8

(4) The Secretary may waive paragraphs (3)(A) 9

and (B) with respect to the producers on a farm if 10

the producers enter into a contract with the Sec-11

retary under which the producers agree— 12

(A) in the case of an insurable commodity, 13

to obtain a policy or plan of insurance under 14

the Federal Crop Insurance Act providing addi-15

tional coverage for the insurable commodity for 16

each of the next two crop years; 17

(B) in the case of a noninsurable com-18

modity, to file the required paperwork, and pay 19

the administrative fee by the applicable State 20

filing deadline, for the noninsurable commodity 21

for each of the next two crops under section 22

196 of the Federal Agriculture Improvement 23

and Reform Act of 1996. 24
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(5) In the event of the violation of a contract 1

under paragraph (4) by a producer, the producer 2

shall reimburse the Secretary for the full amount of 3

the assistance provided to the producer under this 4

section. 5

(6) DEFINITIONS.—In this sub-section: 6

(A) The term ‘‘additional coverage’’ has 7

the meaning given the term in section 8

502(b)(1) of the Federal Crop Insurance Act (7 9

U.S.C. 1502(b)(1). 10

(B) The term ‘‘insurable commodity’’ 11

means an agricultural commodity (excluding 12

livestock) for which the producers on a farm are 13

eligible to obtain a policy or plan of insurance 14

under the Federal Crop Insurance Act. 15

(C) The term ‘‘noninsurable commodity’’ 16

means an eligible crop for which the producers 17

on a farm are eligible to obtain assistance 18

under section 196 of the Federal Agriculture 19

Improvement and Reform Act of 1996. 20

(b) CLEAN-UP ASSISTANCE.—The Secretary shall 21

provide up to $100,000,000 of Commodity Credit Cor-22

poration funds for the Emergency Watershed Protection 23

Program and/or the Emergency Conservation Program to 24

carry out additional activities in response to the 2004 hur-25
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ricanes and tropical storms, including the provision of 1

technical and financial assistance for improvements and 2

clean-up. Persons that received payments from section 32 3

of the Act of August 24, 1935 with respect to 2004 hurri-4

cane losses are not eligible for these funds. Funds will be 5

allocated to the programs, as determined by the Secretary. 6

(c) SECTION 32 PAYMENTS.—The Secretary shall 7

transfer $90,000,000 of funds of the Commodity Credit 8

Corporation to the fund established by section 32 of the 9

Act of August 24, 1935 (7 U.S.C. 612c), to carry out pay-10

ments with respect to 2004 hurricane losses. 11

(d) The Secretary shall use the funds, facilities, and 12

authorities of the Commodity Credit Corporation to carry 13

out this section, to remain available through September 14

30, 2006. 15

(e) The Secretary may promulgate such regulations 16

as are necessary to implement this section, provided that 17

the Secretary shall use the authority provided under 5 18

U.S.C. 808. 19

(f) Congress designates the amounts provided under 20

this section as an emergency requirement for the specific 21

purposes authorized herein. 22

SEC. 102. In addition to amounts otherwise provided, 23

up to $130,000,000, to remain available until expended, 24

for the Emergency Watershed Protection Program and/ 25
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or the Emergency Conservation Program for emergency 1

hurricane-related expenses including the provision of tech-2

nical and financial assistance for improvements and clean- 3

up: Provided, That Congress designates this amount as 4

an emergency requirement for these purposes. Persons 5

that received payments from section 32 of the Act of Au-6

gust 24, 1935 with respect to 2004 hurricane losses are 7

not eligible for these funds. 8

a result of emergency evacuations due to hurricanes: Pro-18

vided, That Congress designates this amount as an emer-19

gency requirement for this specific purpose.

amounts as an emergency requirement for this specific 17

purpose: Provided further, That the Secretary of Defense 18

may transfer these funds to appropriations for military 19

personnel; operation and maintenance; procurement; and 20

family housing: Provided further, That funds transferred 21

shall be merged with and made available for the same pur-22

poses and for the same time period as the appropriation 23

to which transferred: Provided further, That this transfer 24

authority is in addition to any other transfer authority 25

available to the Department of Defense.
