1 SEC. 2. PRESIDENTIAL ACADEMIES FOR TEACHING OF
2 AMERICAN HISTORY AND CIVICS; CONGRES-
3 SIONAL ACADEMIES FOR STUDENTS OF
4 AMERICAN HISTORY AND CIVICS.

5 (a) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary of Education
6 (referred to in this Act as the “Secretary’”’) may award
7 erants, on a competitive basis—

8 (1) to entities to establish Presidential Acad-
9 emies for Teaching of American History and Civies
10 that may offer workshops for both veteran and new
11 teachers of American history and civies; and

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SEC. 3. NATIONAL HISTORY DAY PROGRAM.

The Secretary may award grants to the National His-
tory Day Program for the purpose of continuing and ex-
panding its activities to promote the study of history and
