(2) not more than $102,000 shall be available
for expenses incurred during the period beginning at
noon on January 3, 2004, and ending immediately

before noon on January 3, 2005.

SEC. 3. VOUCHERS.

Payments under this resolution shall be made on
vouchers authorized by the Committee, signed by the
Chairman of the Committee, and approved in the manner
directed by the Committee on House Administration.

SEC. 4. REGULATIONS.
