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Michigan are stayed from taking effect until October 1, 1

(b) CONTINUATION OF OLD DEFINITIONS.—The 3

definitions of Metropolitan Statistical Areas in effect be-4

fore the revised definitions shall continue to apply to such 5

counties for the period of the stay in subsection (a).6
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
