“(k)(1) The Secretary shall not promulgate any regu-
lation that has the effect of exempting from the require-
ments of section 7 any employee who is not otherwise ex-
empted pursuant to regulations promulgated under this
section that are in effect on the date of enactment of this
subsection.

“(2) Nothing in this subsection shall be construed to
prohibit the Secretary from reducing the number of em-
ployees who are exempt from the requirements of section

7 by regulations promulgated under this section.”.
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
