SEC. 2. REDUCTION OF NUMBER OF AVAILABLE VISAS.

Upon the granting of permanent residence to
Alemseghed Mussie Tesfamical, the Secretary of State
shall instruct the proper officer to reduce by 1, during the
current fiscal year, the total number of immigrant visas
available to natives of the country of the alien’s birth
under section 203(a) of the Immigration and Nationality

Act (8 U.S.C. 1153(a)).
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
