SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Chickasaw National
Recreation Area Land Exchange Act of 2004
SEC. 2. DEFINITIONS.

In this Act:

(1) FEDERAL LAND.—The term “Federal land”

means the Chickasaw National Recreational Area
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land and interests in the land, identified as Tract

102-25 on the Map.

(2) NON-FEDERAL LAND.—The term “non-Fed-
eral land” means the land and interests in the land
Jormerly owned by the City of Sulphur, Oklahoma,
and currently owned by the Chickasaw Nation, lo-
cated adjacent to the existing boundary of Chickasaw
National Recreation Area and identified as Tract
102-26 on the Map.

(3) MAP.—The term “Map” means the map enti-
tled “Proposed Land Exchange and Boundary Revi-
sion, Chickasaw National Recreation Area”, dated
September 8, 2003, and numbered 107/800035a.

(4) SECRETARY.—The term “Secretary” means
the Secretary of the Interior.

SEC. 3. CHICKASAW NATIONAL RECREATION AREA LAND
CONVEYANCE.

(a) LAND CONVEYANCE.—Not later 180 days after the
Chickasaw Nation conveys all right, title, and interest in
and to the non-Federal land to the United States, the Sec-
retary shall convey all right, title, and interest in and to
the Federal land to the Chickasaw Nation.

(b) EQUAL VALUE OF LAND.—The value of the Federal
land and the non-Federal land shall be of approximately

equal value, as determined by the Secretary through an ap-
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1 praisal performed by a qualified appraiser and in conform-

2 ance with the Uniform Appraisal Standards for Federal

3 Land Acquisitions.
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(¢) CONDITIONS.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding subsection
(a), the conveyance of the non-Federal land author-
wzed under subsection (a) shall not take place until
the completion of all provisions included in the Pre-
liminary Exchange Agreement among the City of Sul-
phur, the Chickasaw Nation, and the National Park
Service, executed on July 16, 2002, except as provided
m paragraph (2).

(2) EXCEPTION.—Completion of the provisions
m  section III.B.3. of the Preliminary Fxchange
Agreement among the City of Sulphur, the Chickasaw
Nation, and the National Park Service, executed on
July 16, 2002, providing for the Federal land to be
taken into trust for the benefit of the Chickasaw Na-
tion shall not be required.

(d) ADMINISTRATION OF ACQUIRED LAND.—On com-

pletion of the land exchange authorized under subsection

(a), the Secretary—

(1) shall revise the boundary of Chickasaw Na-

tional Recreation Area to reflect the exchange; and
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(2) shall admainister the land acquived by the
Unated States in accordance with applicable laws (in-

cluding regulations).
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
