1612(a)(2)) is amended by adding at the end the fol-4

lowing: 5

‘‘(M) TWO-YEAR SSI EXTENSION THROUGH 6

FISCAL YEAR 2007.—With respect to eligibility 7

for benefits for the specified Federal program 8

described in paragraph (3)(A), the 7-year pe-9

riod described in subparagraph (A) shall be 10

deemed to be a 9-year period during fiscal years 11

2005 through 2007.’’. 12
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
