Whereas Helen Hayes, while known mostly for her entertain-
ment personality, also contributed greatly to the United
States and the world through her philanthropic efforts:

Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate

concurring), That it is the sense of Congress that—
(1) a commemorative postage stamp should be
issued in honor of Helen Hayes; and
(2) the Citizens’ Stamp Advisory Committee of
the United States Postal Service should recommend
