servicewomen;

Whereas the USO operates 124 centers and 6 mobile can-
teens around the world that provide support to service-
men and servicewomen and their families who wvisit the

facilities more than 5,000,000 times per year;
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Whereas the USO relies on over 12,000 volunteers providing

approximately 450,000 hours of service per year, in

peacetime or in conflict;

Whereas the Congress recognizes that the USO is eritical to

the success of the Nation’s military mission, by providing
the only reliable private connection directly supporting
the morale, welfare, and recreational needs of the Amer-

ican military; and

Whereas this crucial link to our military is made possible
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through the generous contributions of more than
1,000,000 American citizens and score of corporations:

Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate
concurring), That the Congress hereby extends its grati-
tude to the USO on its 65th anniversary, and recognize
that its hard work supporting servicemen and service-
