26,000 POUNDS OR LESS.—The tax imposed by para-
oraph (1) shall not apply to tractors of the kind
chiefly used for highway transportation in combina-

tion with a trailer or semitrailer if such tractor has

a gross vehicle weight of 26,000 pounds or less (as
