(a) IN GENERAL.—Clause (i) of section 72(t)(2)(A) 4

of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amended by in-5

serting ‘‘(age 55 in the case of an individual who is cer-6

tified by the Secretary of Defense as serving, or as having 7

served, in a combat zone (as defined in section 112(c)) 8

as a member of the Armed Forces of the United States)’’ 9

after ‘‘age 591⁄2’’. 10

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by 11

this section shall apply to distributions made after the 12

date of the enactment of this Act. 13
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
