SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Hate Crime Statistics 4

Improvement Act of 2005’’. 5
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SEC. 2. AMENDMENT TO HATE CRIME STATISTICS ACT. 1

section (a) applies to data about crimes occurring on or 9

after the first day of the first calendar year after the en-10

actment of this Act.11
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
