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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Immediate and Full 2

Repeal of the Disabled Veterans Tax Act of 2005’’. 3

(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENTS.—(1) The heading for 17

such section is amended to read as follows: 18

‘‘§ 1414. Members eligible for retired pay who are also 19

eligible for veterans’ disability compensa-20

tion: concurrent payment of retired pay 21

and veterans’ disability compensation’’. 22

(2) The item relating to that section in the table of 23

sections at the beginning of chapter 71 of such title is 24

amended to read as follows: 25
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‘‘1414. Members eligible for retired pay who are also eligible for veterans’ dis-

ability compensation: concurrent payment of retired pay and 

veterans’ disability compensation.’’. 

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 1

subsection (a) shall take effect on the first day of the first 2

month beginning on or after the date of the enactment 3

of this Act and shall apply with respect to payments for 4

months beginning on or after that day. 5
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
